buid cities out of paint. Gandy's
cities are deceptively photographic at
first glanes, but seon reveal amastery of
paint and perspective. [fQspina’s work s
urmmistakably made of paint that captures
the materidity of the buildings and the
enecrmens ships he pertrays,

Gandy's Rain in the Tenderlom s
composed from an unusually low
perspective, as if the artist and the viewer
were denizens of the seaking sidewalls. The
confusmngreflections on the pavement and
the thin layer of mist as the rain bounces
off it give way to Gandy's typically fine
rendering of the complex facades of San
Francisce bulldings. Abeve them 1z a
blindingly bright sky of richly scurnbled
paint, All of this happens within a 16-by-
24-inch panel,

D'Osping’s La Gran Via, on the other
hard, is 3 48-by-go-inch panel of exuberant
menochromatic painting of drips and
streaks and washes, Just as the traffic
rushes teward the viewer, the perspective
oftheline ofbuildings seems physically to
rush away into the blur of the distance. It
is as if Francis Bacen left his dark studic to
take in the view from itstoof

Bacon, Lucian Freud, and Alberte
Giacernetti are arneng his favorite artists,
Deseribing himself as an “abstractrealist”
struggling te beceme meore abstract,
Dspina leaves enough visua nformation
for the eve to complete a form, and not so
much mnformation that it car’t revel in
the paint and the surface of the painting.
Shipyvard looms threateningly as it
dissclves inte strokes of paint,
